Prerequisites
No previous course experience required.
Course Description
Students will further develop their knowledge and appreciation of the visual arts.  An extensive study of design elements and principles will be explored as well as a large variety of tools and materials.  Students will analyze art history and art time periods and how different events affect the creation of art.  This is a studio based class, and students will learn to use art rules and materials to express personal ideas.  Students will also learn to manage work time responsibly while working on multiple projects and class assignments simultaneously, at their own pace.
Relevance
The study of Visual Art is key to developing the problem solving skills needed to exceed outside of the school setting.  Learning to approach problems creatively and from different perspectives is a skill that must be developed with practice.  Visual Art provides an opportunity for students to develop these skills.  This course also gives students a greater sense of connection between various disciplines, historical and cultural events, and personal experiences.
Course Expectations
Students will understand the importance of art in their educational experience and treat art as they would any other class.  Students will participate actively in all projects, demonstrations, discussions, and other classroom activities and develop a sense of pride in themselves and their work. Students will learn to talk about and appreciate many types of art. Students will be able to express personal ideas by using a variety of media.  Students will plan and produce original artwork for each project, and demonstrate acceptable time management skills while working in class.

Methods of Assessment 
Grades will be based on the following categories: Projects (Use of Elements and Principles, Craftsmanship, Time Management, Originality, Project Requirements/ Learning Targets); Tests (S1 and S2 Final Exams); Journals (Daily Warm ups graded based on participation); Notes (graded based on participation); Sketchbook (Quality and Effort).  All in class work is mandatory and will not be accepted late.  Failure to complete journals, notes, sketchbooks, or projects will result in a 0% score, regardless of personal interest in the class or project.

Point Distribution 
Grade is based on a Point Scale, with larger projects worth more points.  Journals, Notes, and Sketchbooks done on the daily work log will add up to 20 pts a week total.  
Make-Up Work 
All daily work, directions, and class materials are posted weekly on Google Classroom.  Students are required to make up any missed in class assignments on the day of their return.  Extra time will only be granted on projects if excessive or extended EXCUSED absences have caused the student to become significantly behind.  Missing one day on a project will not guarantee extra time, as most projects last 2-4 weeks.  Make up work on projects will be done after class hours to prevent a ‘snowball effect’ of late work. Assignments missed or not completed due to unwise use of time or refusal to participate on a daily basis will not be made up and will be entered as a 0% into the gradebook.
